Undistinguished wine with more pronounced faults than
above.

Disagreeable flavors. May be drinkable with strong foods.
Undrinkable. Offensive flavors.

Lingering outstanding aftertaste.
Pleasant aftertaste.

Little or no distinguishable aftertaste.
Unpleasant aftertaste.
